Position Overview  
Spearheading school beautification, the primary responsibility of the art teacher is to effectively 
instruct students in a manner that supports pilotED’s academic model of holistic and identity-
based education. The pilotED Art teacher is accountable for supporting students’ creative 
expression and will receive extensive coaching to ensure that all standards are being met. In 
addition, the Art teacher is expected to effectively manage classroom behavior while supporting 
the climate and culture of the school. The Art teacher will report directly to the School Principal 
with support from the Director of Curriculum & Instruction and the Director of School Culture. 
 
Roles/Responsibilities 
 
Instructional 

• Effectively plan and deliver daily lessons which align to school-wide academic plans and 
cover all required academic standards; 

• Create a safe and respectful classroom culture through effective classroom management 
and positive behavior techniques; 

• Work cooperatively with Specials Team (Gym Teacher, Spanish Teacher, Identity Teacher) 
to monitor and adjust instructional and behavioral programming; 

• Support classroom instruction by pulling small groups of students for targeted lessons; 
• Supervise students during non-instructional time (recess, lunch); 
• Support the administration of school-wide and state-mandated assessments; 
• Participate in weekly observation and coaching sessions. 

 
Non-Instructional 

• Attend and participate in all school professional development opportunities. 
• Communicate frequently with parents; 
• Support school community through participation in community events and/or civic 

engagement opportunities; 
• Create and manage extracurricular art programs during and/or after school;
